Criteria for maintaining membership:

1. Members are expected to be present at the monthly meetings. 
2. The annual membership fee is $25 ($15 if you do not want a t-shirt), which covers the official certificate, mandatory national dues for each member (AATF), membership fees for the sponsor, graduation cords for eligible seniors, rights to participate in the Grand concours at a reduced rate, senior awards, and supplies for the initiation ceremony. The payment must be received before the ___ ___________ 20___.

3. Each member must earn at least 100 points each year. These points must be documented and they must be earned while doing FHS activities. Here are some activities that are often used to earn points:

a. Attendance at monthly meetings (five points)

b. Tutoring (five points)

c. Wearing the FHS t-shirt (three points)

d. Bringing something to or sharing something at a meeting (various points)

e. Culture night involvement (various points)

f. Helping with the induction ceremony (officers only)

g. National Teacher Recognition Week (various points)

h. National French Week in November each year (various points)

i. The city of Jacksonville’s annual French week in May (various points)

j. The National French Contest (Grand concours) (40 points)
k. The FLENEF World Languages Festival (50 points)

l. Gleaning (20 points)

m. Other activities at school and in the community announced by the sponsor (various points)

n. A member can come up with his or her own activity but it is necessary that the activity be approved by the sponsor beforehand if points are to be rewarded.

4. Each member maintain a 3.0 GPA at Ridgeview High School. Each member must maintain as well an “A” overall semester average for his or her French coursework. If a member fails to do either of these for a semester, he or she will be warned. If the member does not improve his or her grades after two semesters, he or she will be removed from the society.
5. If the member chooses to no longer continue his or her studies of French, he or she may remain associated with the society with limited privileges. He or she may not vote, hold office, receive scholarships, or be recognized during graduation or the senior awards ceremony.
