Being charged with malpractice as a student in the IB program at Ridgeview High School may result in your dismissal from the program. Malpractice (cheating) is considered to be any of the following:

· Using books, notes, or unauthorized items on tests and quizzes

· Copying material from copyrighted work through any media, including the Internet

· Failure to properly cite work used in reports, projects, or presentations

· Collaborating on assignments (can include homework) that are not group efforts
· Transcribing information that belongs to someone else, such as answers for a homework assignment, or rewriting someone else’s point of view from an article

· Claiming work that is clearly not the student’s own work (using machine translators)
· Changing answers for the benefit of other classmates

· Changing a grade on material that has already been graded
· Collusion—or assisting another student in accomplishing any of the above

Students should take pride in submitting work that reflects their own effort. Cheating is not an acceptable means to making a good grade. Do not present someone else’s work as your own.
An assigned project that requires a collective effort is the only circumstance in which you should collaborate with others when completing work for this instructor’s course. You are allowed to review with friends when you are studying for an exam. The instructor’s intention is for you to explore material, analyze information, and form answers on your own. If you perform that process, you will be learning the material yourself and hopefully be retaining it for the IB test which you will take at the end of your study in IB French.
Be aware of these rules and the odds are in your favor that you will do fine.
